January 28, 2007 Matthew 18:21—19:12 
 Psalm 23:1-6 
 Proverb 5:22-23 

“No good tree bears bad fruit, nor does a bad tree bear good fruit.  Each tree is 
recognized by its own fruit.  People do not pick figs from thornbushes, or grapes 
from briers.  The good man brings good things out of the good stored up in his 
heart, and the evil man brings evil things out of the evil stored up in his heart.  
For out of the overflow of his heart his mouth speaks.  -Luke 6:43-45 

Each Sunday, we offer a study guide for individual, family, or small 
group use, based on the week’s Biblical text for the sermon.  

GATHER in community: 
L Get settled and check in with each other. 

L What is your favorite fruit? 

L Describe a time when you said something that you should not 
have, yet it slipped out before you could rope it back in.

4 Lifestyles of the Rich and Famous 
by Jennifer Monroe 

Monday Exodus 8:1—9:35 
January 29, 2007 Matthew 19:13-30 
 Psalm 24:1-10 
 Proverb 6:1-5 

Then Jesus said to his disciples, “I tell you the truth, it is hard for a rich man to 
enter the kingdom of heaven. Again I tell you, it is easier for a camel to go 
through the eye of a needle than for a rich man to enter the kingdom of God.” 

-Matthew 19:23-24 

The image might make us chuckle: a camel, all knobby knees and 
awkward bumps, casting an incredulous eye at a man trying to force the 
tip of its nose through the miniscule eye of a tiny needle.  I imagine 
those standing around when Jesus came up with this creative word 
picture chuckling too.  But then, when the full reality of what Jesus had 
just said hits them, they don’t think it is funny at all. 

Matthew says that the disciples are “greatly astonished” and ask Jesus, 
“Who then can be saved?” They were probably thinking that if it was 
virtually impossible for the rich, those with wealth and status and 
prestige to enter the Kingdom, then there was no hope for them, poor, 
uneducated, common fishermen that they were. Yet, Jesus once again 
turns their expectations upside down.  No, he says, it is not the rich who 
have an automatic pass into the Kingdom, but rather those who have 
been willing to give up everything that they have in order to follow him, 
for “many who are first will be last, and many who are last will be first.”  
All too often, perhaps even in spite of ourselves, we idolize the rich.  And 
yet, Jesus tells us that it is those who are enslaved to their money who 
can never truly enter the Kingdom of Heaven.  When Jesus tells the rich 
young man that the only things standing between him and eternal life are 
his possessions, he goes away sad, because he simply cannot 
comprehend life without all of his stuff.  May God save us from this fate 
that is truly worse than death.         

Young People: What is one of your favorite possessions?  Would you 
ever be willing to give it away? 

Adults: Are you enslaved to your money?  What is one way you can 
start to loosen your hold on your possessions? 

Prayer: Father, save us from the tragedy of having to walk away from 
you because you ask too much of us.  Give us the grace we need to give 
up everything we have to follow you.  Amen. 



5 Great Grace 
by Dick Leon 

Tuesday Exodus 10:1—12:13 
January 30, 2007 Matthew 20:1-28 
 Psalm 25:1-15 
 Proverb 6:6-11 

Don’t I have the right to do what I want with my own money?  Or are you 
envious because I am generous?  So the last will be first, and the first will be 
last.  -Matthew 20:15-16 

The parables of Jesus are both memorable and disturbing.  This 
teaching technique is powerfully memorable.  We can name his 
parables and we recall each story – the good Samaritan, the prodigal 
son, the lost coins, the four soils.   

But the parables also disturb us because they challenge the way we  
think about life and about God.  This parable touches on our sense of 
justice.  If someone works a full day they should be paid more than 
someone who works only one hour.  That seems fair.  But to pay both 
the same does not seem fair! 

The beauty and power of this parable should not be missed just because 
it spoils our calculations.  Jesus is talking about the Kingdom of Heaven.  
If you enter into his kingdom early in your life you will be saved.  If 
someone comes to faith at the last minute, the same gift of salvation will 
be given.  Do we begrudge God for his abundant mercy and generosity? 

Actually, I find this to be deeply good news.  Don’t we all know people 
who still don’t get it?  Aren’t we truly glad the door is still open to them?  
If God is more generous than anyone deserves … even us … then we 
should rejoice and be glad for ourselves and others.  God’s justice is 
strange to our thinking – it is far more generous and merciful! 

Thank God, God’s Not, Just Just!!   

Young People: What does this parable teach you about God? 

Adults: Is it a penalty to enter the kingdom early in life or should we all 
wait until the last minute and then jump in? 

Prayer: Great God, you are indeed merciful in your might and mighty in 
your mercy.  Thank you for your amazing grace to us all.  Amen. 



6 Fame

Wednesday Exodus 12:14—13:16 
January 31, 2007 Matthew 20:29—21:22 
 Psalm 25:16-22 
 Proverb 6:12-15 

The blind and the lame came to him at the temple, and he healed them.  But 
when the chief priests and the teachers of the law saw the wonderful things he 
did and the children shouting in the temple area, “Hosanna to the Son of David,” 
they were indignant.  “Do you hear what these children are saying?” they asked 
him.  “Yes,” replied Jesus, “have you never read, ‘From the lips of children and 
infants you have ordained praise’?”  -Matthew 21:14-16 

This January has been a month of speechifying and sports.  There were 
the college football bowl games, a new Congress beginning, the 
President’s State of the Union, the excitement of UA basketball, the 
Governor’s State of the State, even the Mayor’s State of the City and, of 
course, the playoffs leading to Super Bowl XLI this coming Sunday.  
Crowd behavior at these events is often mindless and pretty much over 
the top, accompanied by shouting, raucousness, screaming, ovations, 
hoorays, and adulation for players and politicians. 

That’s one reaction to fame.  But when Jesus, whose fame had been 
growing, does wonderful things, heals the blind and the lame and the 
children shout, the religious leaders are indignant.  The children cannot 
contain their glee and shout, “Hosanna to the Son of David.”  The 
children respond to Jesus with passion and jubilant praise.  Other 
witnesses are sour and quiet. 

Also in our Matthew passage for today, we find two blind men who shout 
at Jesus, “Lord, Son of David, have mercy on us!”  The people, not the 
religious leaders, tell the blind men to be quiet, but who in turn shout 
even louder.  Jesus has compassion and heals their blindness.  Now, 
with there eyes truly open, the two men follow Jesus. 

We have a famous friend in Jesus. 

Young People: Who is a famous person you admire?  Why do you like 
that person? 

Adults: Is our exuberance and passion for Jesus like that of the blind 
men and the children?  Or are we on the sidelines, all quiet and glum? 

Prayer: Lord Jesus, thank you for the wonderful things you do for us.  
May the crowds around us see our passion and love for you.  Amen. 



7 Questions 
by Scott Coverdale 

Thursday Exodus 13:17—15:18 
February 1, 2007 Matthew 21:23-46 
 Psalm 26:1-12 
 Proverb 6:16-19 

Jesus replied, “I will also ask you one question.  If you answer me, I will tell you 
by what authority I am doing these things.”  -Matthew 21:24 

Jesus did this all the time. People were continually asking him all sorts of 
questions that they thought were deep or tricky or essential.  Think of the 
questions he heard: Who is my neighbor?  What is the greatest 
commandment?  Who then can be saved?  Is it lawful to heal on the 
Sabbath?  What must I do to have eternal life?  How can a man be born 
again? 

Jesus had a notable tendency to turn questions around in such a way 
that they held serious implications for the one who had come to him with 
the question.  Jesus challenges us to look at things differently, to look at 
the real issue behind our questions, and not the legal and mechanical 
issues that tend to hold our attention. 

Some of my own enduring questions are these: How does God judge 
people of other faiths?  Why is there evil in the world?  What are Heaven 
and hell?  Sometimes I have heard Jesus answer me like this: When you 
show me that you have mastered the truth that you do know (that I must 
learn to love the Lord God with my whole heart and to love my neighbor as 
myself) then I will make these other mysteries clear to you … 

Ask yourself: What is your toughest question for God? What question 
might God ask you in reply? 
Prayer: God of Heaven, please lead me beyond my usual framework of 
questions and answers.  Let me follow your voice past my usual 
concerns.  Let me receive your very self as the answer to my deepest 
need. 



8 How Much is Enough?

Friday Exodus 15:19—17:7 
February 2, 2007 Matthew 22:1-33 
 Psalm 27:1-6 
 Proverb 6:20-26 

This is what the Lord has commanded: “Each one is to gather as much as he 
needs.  Take an omer for each person you have in your tent.” The Israelites did 
as they were told; some gathered much, some little.  And when they measured 
it by the omer, he who gathered much did not have too much, and he who 
gathered little did not have too little.  Each one gathered as much as he needed.  
Then Moses said to them, “No one is to keep any of it until morning.”  However, 
some of them paid no attention to Moses; they kept part of it until morning, but it 
was full of maggots and began to smell.  So Moses was angry with them. 

-Exodus 16:16-20 

One has only to review statistics on the average obesity rate in America 
or the amount of money spent per person on Christmas gifts last season 
to recognize how little we’ve changed from the Israelites who struggled, 
as we obviously struggle today, with trusting the word of our Lord. 

Perhaps the implied limitations of “need” have been entirely supplanted 
by the boundless extremes of “want.” 

Young People: Have you ever been tempted to keep an extra piece of 
candy rather than sharing it with your friend?  Do you believe that God 
knows what you really need and want? 

Adults: Have we become too consumed with providing for our family’s 
“wants?”  Should we be giving more to others as we increase our level of 
faith in God’s promises to provide for our needs? 

Prayer: Heavenly Father, we seek peace in the knowledge that you 
have provided for our every need.  Lord, help us to avoid the pitfall of 
insecurity that promotes our need to covet money and things — help us 
to trust in your knowledge of our hearts’ desires, and teach us the joy of 
caring and sharing in a world so overwhelmed by need.  In Jesus’ name 
we pray.  Amen.

Jesus replied: “Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul 
and with all your mind. 38 This is the first and greatest commandment.” 

-Matthew 22:37-38 

What do you think – are these words a good fit for our society today?

11 Living Like Christ, Day By Day

Monday Exodus 21:22—23:13 
February 5, 2007 Matthew 24:1-28 
 Psalm 29:1-11 
 Proverb 7:6-23 

Jesus answered: “Watch out that no one deceives you.  For many will come in 
my name, claiming I am the Christ, and will deceive many.  You will hear of 
wars and rumors of wars, but see to it that you are not alarmed.  Such things 
must happen, but the end is still to come.  Nation will rise against nation, and 
kingdom against kingdom.  There will be famines and earthquakes in various 
places.  All these are the beginning of birth pains.  -Matthew 24:4-8 

When I was a little girl I would often hear sermons that cautioned that 
the second coming of Christ was imminent, and sometimes it would 
strike fear into the core of my being.  As a little child, I really didn’t want 
Christ to come back to earth soon, I wanted to grow up and experience 
life.  What I didn’t understand then and to some degree even now is that 
we cannot know the time of the coming of Christ.  But what we do with 
the information regarding signs of his coming noted in the Scripture 
above should cause us to live in a very different way than those who 
have no hope of his return.  We should live expectantly knowing that 
even if we only had one more day to live, everything done in that one 
day should reflect the very nature of God living within us.  We can be a 
reflection of Godliness only by knowing what God is like and the only 
way we’ll know that for sure is to read about him in his word.  God takes 
great delight in you — he even rejoices over you with song! (Zephaniah 
3:17) 

Today, rejoice in the fact that the God who created you died for your sins 
and rose again for you so that you can be with him eternally.  He longs 
for you to open his Word and drink in of his goodness so that what is 
poured out of you will be his Godly nature.  Think about how he rejoices 
when you come to him as a child and sit at his feet with a desire to learn 
from him.

 Proverb 7:24-27 

You turned my wailing into dancing; you removed my sackcloth and clothed me 
with joy, that my heart may sing to you and not be silent.  O LORD my God, I 
will give you thanks forever.  -Psalm 30:11-12 

We were barely alive in those houses of dust.  We stumbled around in 
darkness so thick we could not see our hands.  We were scrabbling at 
the bottoms of deep slimy pits, speechless but for the sharp keening 
wails erupting from our insides.  Our burlap shirts chafed and rubbed us 
raw and we could feel the cold earthen dampness of our graves.

Prayer: O Lord, when we feel as though we are at the bottom, when we 
feel like we cannot sink any lower, when we are lost and hurting, remind 
us of your promise to lift us up.  Give us the strength to call on you for 
help and the faith to believe you will answer.   



13 Do You Have A Plan?

Wednesday Exodus 26:1—27:21 
February 7, 2007 Matthew 25:1-30 
 Psalm 31:1-8 
 Proverb 8:1-11 

Make the tabernacle with ten curtains of finely twisted linen and blue, purple 
and scarlet yarn, with cherubim worked into them by a skilled craftsman. 

-Exodus 26:1 

The rest of this reading in Exodus talks to Israel how and what the 
tabernacle will look like and how it will be built.  Matthew 25 starts off 
with the story of the 10 virgins. 

Both stories are about preparation and how we build our lives.  It seems 
to me that as we think about our lives and how we live them, we can 
either think and plan and leave God almost totally out of the picture, or 
we can go the other way and plan for nothing and believe that God will 
just somehow supply everything we need without us putting any thought 
into our lives whatsoever. 

Both are wrong of course and in these two passages in particular tell us 
that even God has a plan.  He does not “fly by the seat of his pants” as it 
were.  He is a God of order and purpose and he wants us to be 
thoughtful about the resources he has given us and to use those for his 
glory. 

In the Matthew story, we get an idea of what happens when one does 
not plan and just assumes that everything will turn out okay in the end, 
but they were wrong and the consequences are not pretty. 

It is a difficult balance that we walk.  We are to trust God with our lives 
but we are also to use the resources that God has created us with and 
given to us to build the kind of life he wants us to have.  A life that in the 
end is to be used to glorify God. 

Young People: What kind of life are you hoping to have in the future 
and do you see the future in general as something you look forward to or 
fear? 

Adults: What parts of your life do you need to take more control over 
and which parts do you need to give over to God? 

Prayer: Lord Almighty, maker of all and sustainer of all.  Help us to 
make plans understanding that it is you that controls our lives and you 
whom through all blessings come and go.  To your glory, forever and 
ever.  Amen. 



14 Within Our Reach

Thursday Exodus 28:1-43 
February 8, 2007 Matthew 25:31—26:13 
 Psalm 31:9-18 
 Proverb 8:12-13 

The King will reply, “I tell you the truth, whatever you did for one of the least of 
these brothers of mine, you did for me.”  -Matthew 25:40 

This is one of my favorite passages in the Bible, and perhaps the one 
that makes me the most uncomfortable.  Here, Jesus says that our 
treatment of the poor and neglected people is the basis on which our 
souls are judged.  Yikes!  Jesus says nothing here about church 
membership, Westminster confession, or religious heritage.  I must 
acknowledge that the majority of my time and money go to making a 
nice home and providing for the comfort and convenience of myself and 
my family.  I want to put money aside for retirement; I like to take a nice 
vacation once in a while.  Bad things?  No.  But I have a nagging sense 
that in the story of the sheep and goats, I would be one of those people 
sputtering, “But, but, but …” 

We know who the poor are. We live in a city with them, we live on a 
street with them, we live in a world where war, poverty and other 
violence disenfranchises and cripples and kills our brothers and sisters 
on a continual basis.  We cannot cure the world of its ills, but this 
passage is about doing the simple things that are within our reach.  It is 
about recognizing Jesus in all of his unexpected disguises.  I think that 
coming closer to Christ is always a matter of taking one small step after 
another.  I think that most of us can figure out the next small step on that 
path before us. 

Ask yourself: In what way can I begin to take better care of my brothers 
and sisters in need?  In what disguise would I be most surprised to find 
Jesus? 

Prayer: Dear Merciful God, please give me compassion and soften my 
heart towards those whose needs I can begin to meet in your name.  
Teach me to see the poor as you see them; to see Jesus in the hunger 
of the world. 



15 The Lord’s Supper 
by Dick Leon 

Friday Exodus 29:1—30:10 
February 9, 2007 Matthew 26:14-46 
 Psalm 31:19-24 
 Proverb 8:14-26 

Then he took the cup, gave thanks and offered it to them, saying, “Drink from it, 
all of you.  This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many for 
the forgiveness of sins.”  -Matthew 26:27-28 

I am always amazed at how the whole Bible holds together.  Look at 
these four texts together.  In Exodus we read about the sacrificial system 
by which God forgave sin.  In Psalm 31 we are reminded of the 
abundant goodness of  God.  (Can anything be more good than the news of 
God’s forgiveness?)  In Proverbs we read of wisdom that has been an 
enduring companion to God since creation.  And in Matthew we come to 
Jesus’ establishment of the Lord’s Supper which is re-presents his 
atoning work on the cross and replaces the sacrificial system named in 
Exodus! 

The blood shed by the lamb in Exodus is replaced by the blood shed by 
the Lamb of God on the cross.  God’s goodness (Psalms) and God’s 
wisdom (Proverbs) are made manifest in this profound Sacrament of the 
Lord’s Supper.  The whole Biblical story holds together because it was 
all written by the same God! 

The Greek word for “giving thanks” in the description of how Jesus’ 
instituted this Sacrament is eucharisto from which we get the rich word 
that has been used for centuries, Eucharist.  Whenever we share in the 
Supper we are giving thanks for all God has accomplished in the work of 
Jesus Christ on the cross. 

God is abundantly good, wonderfully wise and amazingly gracious.  
Thanks be to God! 

Young People: When you take communion think this thought: The God 
who made me, came to save me, because he loves me! 

Adults: When you receive the elements of the Lord’s Supper think about 
God’s abundant goodness and give thanks to him for what he did on the 
Cross. 

Prayer: We do thank you, God, for you have made full provision for our 
salvation by the work on the cross of your Son, Our Lord, Jesus Christ, 
in whose mighty name we pray.  Amen. 



16 God’s Provision

February 10, 2007 Matthew 26:47-68 
 Psalm 32:1-11 
 Proverb 8:27-32 

… and I have filled him with the Spirit of God, with skill, ability and knowledge in 
all kinds of crafts …  -Exodus 31:3 

My friend Pam asked me if I would like to participate in writing 
devotionals for the church.  I readily said yes, because I thought I could 
use the various daily devotional resources I had.  I figured I could check 
out My Utmost for His Highest by Oswald Chambers and Experiencing 
God Day-by-Day by Henry T. and Richard Blackaby and neatly 
paraphrase what they had to say about Scripture and send it on in. 

Then I attended the planning meeting for those in the church who would 
be writing devotionals and found out that the ministry was for us to write 
about our own experience related to a Scripture lesson.  Oh NO!  Was I 
mature enough in my walk with God to be able to apply Scripture to my 
life?  Would I sound foolish and silly?  My fellow writers immediately 
offered support to me and most importantly, I asked God to assure me 
that this was a ministry for me. 

God did not send me a personal message like: “Jennifer, I want you to 
write devotionals for Northminster.”  What he did do is so much richer 
and so much more loving than that simple response.  He put onto and 
into my heart experiences he had given me that allowed me to write a 
devotional about the Scripture passage I had signed up for.  He assured 
me and equipped all at one time. 

Young People: Do you have special things that you like to do and are 
good at doing?  Thank the Lord Jesus for the help he has given you. 

Adults: When you have challenges in your work, do you turn to the Lord 
and ask him to show you the tools he has given you and how to use 
them? 

Prayer: Almighty God, thank you for giving the tools I need to do your 
work.  In all things, help me to recognize your hand in my life.  Amen.

But about the resurrection of the dead—have you not read what God said to 
you …  -Matthew 22:31 

I wonder if we can ever understand the mystery of Christ’s submission to 
hostile forces that led to his death on the cross.  One thing haunts me 
about it all; that Jesus chose to die for us.  When you follow him from the 
Upper Room to the cross there are numerous opportunities open to him 
when he could have escaped and avoided the cross.  And if he had 
wanted he could also have called down a legion of angels to rescue him. 

But, no, he didn’t turn away because for some mysterious reason we will 
never fully understand this was God’s plan and God’s will.  And the last 
thing we could ever imagine Jesus doing was to disobey his Father and 
save himself even from the injustice and agony of the cross. 

Eyes of faith see the radiance of God in this suffering Jesus.  Other eyes 
cannot see him for who he is because of their darkness within.  Playing 
on our text from Matthew and Exodus, George Herbert imagines these 
words being spoken by Jesus: 

 My face they cover, though it be divine. 
 As Moses face was veiled, so is mine, 
 Lest on their double-dark souls either shine! 

Young People: What do you think was the most agonizing part to Jesus 
of his path to the cross?   

Adults: Why do you think Jesus went to the cross so willingly? 

Prayer: Lord Jesus, we stand in wonder and awe at what you have done 
for us on the cross and the humiliation you endured on the way to your 
death.  Protect us from double-dark souls lest we too miss the radiance 
of your face.  Amen.

He is to wash the inner parts and the legs with water, and the priest is to burn 
all of it on the altar. It is a burnt offering, an offering made by fire, an aroma 
pleasing to the LORD.  -Leviticus 1:9 

I remember a few years ago when I was at work and my pager did not 
function. I was puzzled until I heard a news item on the radio that a large 
solar flare had sent a burst of gamma rays into space and had interfered 
with the function of several telecommunications satellites.  I was amazed 
to realize that an event on the surface of the sun could have a material 
impact on me and my ability to communicate with my co-workers and 
family. 

In the Leviticus passage, if you actually read the whole chapter, you will 
see a long and detailed prescription for animal sacrifice.  I am not 
particularly attracted to the notion of killing bulls and goats to atone for 
sins or to make me a friend of God.  But one thing I realize this practice 
taught is that the intersection of heaven and earth was broad and deep 
and immediate.  A sin that we commit today has ramifications in Heaven, 
(a damaged relationship) and in turn our repentance and God’s mercy 
again shifts reality and makes restoration possible.  The sacrificial 
system was the content of a conversation between people and God. 

The New Testament teaches us that the conversation, the dialogue 
between Heaven and earth, continues.  It is not carried out in the blood 
of sheep and cattle, but in the gift of Christ the Word, in the prayer of our 
hearts, and in the actions of our hands.  It is our privilege to converse 
with heaven.  It is God’s grace to us that allows it to be so. 

Ask Yourself: How are my words and actions touching Heaven today?  
How is Heaven touching me? 

Prayer: God in Heaven, please show me your hand in my life today, and 
let my ear hear your word to me.  Please let me see as well, how my life 
today can touch your heart and Heaven.

“Consider carefully what you hear,” he continued. “With the measure you use, it 
will be measured to you — and even more.  Whoever has will be given more; 
whoever does not have, even what he has will be taken from him.” 

-Mark 4:24-25 

In The Westminster Confession of Faith for Study Classes, writer G.I. 
Williamson includes; “Many reject the Reformed Faith …because they 
assume that divine sovereignty cancels all true human liberty and 
responsibility.”  Actually our verse seems to lay responsibility squarely 
ON us.  If we do not appropriate God’s truth we risk losing what little 
truth we may know and it won’t be available for our possession and use 
when we need it. 

The NIV commentators, remind us that Mark was probably written to 
Roman Christians to prepare them for the persecutions of 64-67 CE.  
This quotation after Jesus’ teachings certainly would have reminded the 
Roman Christians to prepare for persecution by taking possession of a 
large measure of God’s truth. 

There is one way we take possession of God’s truth as our key verse 
directs.  Our church has made this the year of Bible reading.  Whether 
we are about to be torn apart for the world’s entertainment or torn apart 
by our inner demons like the individual in the next chapter a large 
measure of God’s truth is our preparation. 

Young People: Learning the truth about God and his love is really 
important — the Bible says so!  What are fun ways to learn about the 
Bible, worship, prayer and how to show God’s love? 

Adults: How eager and hungry are you for God’s Word of truth, and 
what other appetites do you have that push a deeper relationship with 
God out of the way? 

Prayer: Holy God, it is alarming to be reminded that with the intensity 
with which we seek your truth from your Word, we will also be as 
intensely blessed with understanding.  By your Spirit, fill us with a 
hunger and thirst to consume your Biblical revelation of the gospel of 
Jesus Christ — that we may be equipped for your service and 
worship.  Amen.

Moses then said to Aaron, “This is what the LORD spoke of when he said: 
‘Among those who approach me I will show myself holy; in the sight of all the 
people I will be honored.’”  Aaron remained silent.  -Leviticus 10:3 

A number of years ago, I was at a relatively formal and sedate 
restaurant for a business lunch at which my associates were being 
rather loud and raucous.  I was not being very successful in controlling 
their bad behavior.  Nearby sat a quiet and dignified couple that 
obviously observed our table.  I often wondered what that couple thought 
of their bible study leader that day.  

A few years later while in Portland, Oregon, I was having dinner in a 
hotel dining room, when in bounds this boisterous and colorful red-
haired man who rushes to the table to dramatically greet me for the first 
time.  I was a bit stunned and curious what impression this pastor left on 
the others attending the evangelism conference. 

Christians live in fishbowls.  We set examples, sometimes positive and, 
unfortunately, sometimes negative.  My light-hearted stories serve to 
remind us that we are always representing Christ and that others are 
observing us.  I’m particularly aware of this scrutiny in the workplace, 
where few of my colleagues are believers.  I’m also especially alert to 
how I seem to new believers; often I disappoint myself.  And then there’s 
behavior at church: Am I modeling Christ to others? 

In the Leviticus story, God judges Nadab and Abihu harshly for 
disobedience and for dishonoring him before the people.  God expects 
respect.  Our behavior is supposed to honor him.   

Young People: Are you being a good example to those with whom you 
go to school?  How can you do better? 

Adults: Do your words and actions display Christ-like behavior to those 
in your workplace and community?  What can you change to better 
honor Christ in front of others? 

Prayer: Lord Jesus, I need help from you to better represent you with 
friends and neighbors.  I want to honor you in everything I do.  Amen.
